Not many know this, but I donôt boat at night.  My night 
vision is something to be desired.  Just to give you an 
idea, the last time I was out in a vessel that I owned was 
the 34 Silverton and that was three boats away, at least 
ten years and that was while still actively involved in 
Coast Guard Auxiliary safety patrols and even then, I had 
some good eyes on board. 
 
So why do I mention this history you might ask?  This past 
Sunday night (July 4

th
) Myra and I were invited to view the 

Davis Park fireworks from off of Green Point in our friend 
Chuck Trioloôs 23 foot center console.  Chuck & Marilyn 
live off a small canal off the Connetquot River, about a 25 
minute ride at 4 mph from the bay.  We left at 2030, still 
good daylight and cruised towards the bay thru what was 
left of the rafting fleet that had already departed for the 
nights fireworks.  We got out to Green Point about 2100 
and drifted about enjoying the fireworks on the mainland.  
At 2130, Grucci started the fireworks off Davis Park and 
from our vantage point, they were quite enjoyable. 
 
At about 2200, we started back to the Connetquot for our 
return upriver.  That was when the experience started.  As 
we came into the river, we noted a number of vessels 
anchored for the night with no visible lights.  The 
Connetquot is not an official mooring/anchoring site.  NO 
ANCHORING LIGHTS DISPLAYED!!  We were at quarter 
moon which had not risen at that time.  And then, there 
were the dinghies, canoes and other small rowboats 
WITHOUT ANY LIGHTS manned with both young folks 
and some with adults crisscrossing the river from shore to 
shore without regard for either north or south bound 
traffic.  They just darted out from between properly 
anchored (lit) vessels or the shore line WITHOUT ANY 
LIGHTS!!  Needless to say, after seeing the first unlit 
small boat, I went forward to the bow and with my faulty 
night vision started picking them out so as to avoid them. 
 
I guess the point of this column is to impress the need for 
proper lighting of all craft at night whether underway or 
anchored.  It is something to be mentioned in our safe 
boating classes and to be practiced ourselves when out 
boating or anchoring at night.
